Entry into the Church; to cleanse a person of sin, a priest pours water gently over the person's
head at the baptismal font, the basin that holds the baptismal water.

Formal declaration of belief in God and the Church

A central part of the mass, the Church service in which the priest consecrates (blesses) bread
and wine. In Catholic belief, the consecrated bread and wine become the body and blood of Jesus.

Aformal union blessed by the Church; after being married by a priest, a couple signs their names
in a registry, or book of records.

The sacrament in which a man becomes a priest

Confession of sins to a priest in order to receive God's forgiveness; today, Catholics call this
‘'sacrament reconciliation.

Ablessing inwhich a person in danger of death is anointed (blessed with holy oil) by a priest;
today, this rite is known as the sacrament (or anointing) of the sick.
